Contents The ADC-FW course is designed to provide emergency response training
specific for aircrews flying in fixed wing aircraft while performing
overwater operations.

This training program will give aircrew and passengers the knowledge and
survival skills necessary to prepare for water ditching, egress the aircraft,
and utilize their equipment to survive until rescue arrives.

In addition, this course will provide realistic fixed-wing ditching scenarios

that will include surface abandonment and submerged egress with and
without a compressed air Emergency Breathing System (EBS).
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
